Here, surrounded by 
the timeless landscape of Upper Egypt, we prepare to witness nature’s most spectacular celestial 
event: a total solar eclipse. Upon arrival, guests will be welcomed with refreshments in a shaded 
lounge area. Our team will provide solar viewing glasses, camera setups, and guidance to help you 
capture the moment perfectly.
