It preserves a large collection of small gold and silver medals in the shape of body 
parts that pilgrims bring as a sign of gratitude for their healing. The trip will then take you 
to the Lankester Botanical Garden near Orosi, which is proud to preserve an extensive 
collection of orchids and bromeliads, as well as an impressive variety of native plants. Later 
you will know the surroundings of the picturesque and historic Central Valley and you will 
see the oldest church in Costa Rica, the colonial church of Orosi that dates back to 1767. 
After a day full of nature and history, you will return to San José. Overnight at the Hotel 
Presidente ***(*) (B) (L)  
DAY 3  SAN JOSE – LA FORTUNA/ARENAL VOLCANO 
Breakfast at the hotel. At the agreed time a representative of the rental car company will 
contact you at the respective hotel to make the delivery of the rental vehicle. The destination 
today is La Fortuna with its main attraction and the very impressive volcano with an almost 
perfect cone of 1'670 masl. The activity has decreased in recent years, but the simple image 
of this colossus is a natural spectacle.
