DAY 3   Thursday, July 29    CAIRO   Giza Plateau, Sphinx and the grand Egyptian Museum 
After an early breakfast, travel to the legendary Giza Plateau to marvel at one of the world’s most 
iconic wonders, the Great Pyramids of Cheops, Chephren & Mykerinos.
